 A. If your reference item is a BOOK:

(FORMAT)


Author (Last name, First name). Title of Book. City where the book was published: Name 
of Publishing Company, Copyright date. 


(EXAMPLE)


Fenton, Carol. It’s a Wide, Wide World. New York: Sunny Day Publishing Company, 2001.

B. If your reference item is an ENCYCLOPEDIA:

(FORMAT)


“Article Title.” Title of Encyclopedia. Edition. Year published, Pages used for report


information.


(EXAMPLE)

“Vermont.” The World Book Encyclopedia. 2001 ed.

C. If your reference item is a MAGAZINE:

(FORMAT)


Author (Last name, First name). “Title of Article.” Title of the magazine Date of 


Publication (day month year): Pages used for report information.


(EXAMPLE)

Smith, Steven. “The New Kentucky.” National Geographic Magazine August 4, 2006: pp. 34-66.

D. If your reference item is a WEB SITE/ WEB PAGE:
